ArtPlay

ArtPlay is a student organization that marks the intersection of art and social action. Participants
build creative skills and social awareness in the community. ArtPlay students engage people, direct
projects, organize and manage volunteers and find funding to support their vision. ArtPlay
members volunteer the number of hours their academic schedule permits. ArtPlay projects have
included Home Grown, HALO, Alternative Means and the Free Water Campaign, as well as art

projects with and for residents of the Rose Brooks Center, a domestic abuse shelter for women
and their children.
